Outline permission for the erection of up to 5
dwellings with all matters reserved: The Councillors discussed this application and wish to object due to
the proposed site being outside the building line. If this development is passed then this will allow further
development plus there are no speed limits to stop building on this lane.

On the planning application it says ‘Land forming part of the residential curtilage of Rose Hill' This
statement is incorrect.

The Parish Council owns the verges so if passed the Parish Council would have to go to legal.

Conversion/Extension of existing outbuilding to create single dwelling,
partial demolition of ancillary outbuilding and formation of new vehicle access: The Councillors discussed
this application and have no objections to the house however have objections to the new proposed
driveway. It only needs the existing access and have shared access. Therefore there is no need to
demolish the existing garage to the left of Vine House when looking at the property from Main Street.
